Abstract:

Human values can be described as science of morality. Morality is the choice of
righteous or good intentions, decisions and actions over the wrong or bad actions. Human
values are governed by large number of factors-biological, genetically, social, cultural, religious
factors. In addition, Human values are inculcated through practice. Values are also transferred
through stories and lllustrations. Inner consciousness of man also affects the morality and
values. When ones heart is Pure and free from greediness and lust, then any actions performed
with self control by the person will definitely include high human values. Five basic values-
truth, love, peace, right action and Non violence will help one to attain high level of morality.
This will help the society and enhance the welfare. Human Values are things that have an
intrinsic worth in usefulness or importance to the possessor, or principles, standards, or
qualities considered worthwhile or desirable. Human Values constitute an important aspect of

self-concept and serve as guiding principles for an individual.

Hinduism:

There are basically two general ethical and moral principles in
the world that are followed by every Hindu - Dharma & Karma
Hindu Scriptures:

There are numerous scriptures in Hinduism like Mahabharata, Ramayana, and Vedas etc.
The most important scripture in Hinduism i1s ‘Hindu Vedas’. Ancient Hindu scriptures are in
Sanskrit and are composed & transmitted verbally. Hindu Scriptures are classified into two
categories- ‘Shruti’and ‘Smriti’. ‘Shruti’ primarily refers to Vedas. Hindu Vedas are subcategories
into four Vedas —‘Rig Veda’, ‘Yajur Veda’, ‘Sama Veda’ and ‘Atharva Veda’. These four Vedas
include details of*Karma Kanda’ and ‘Janana Kanda’. ‘Karma Kanda’ includes rituals and prayers
to be followed by Hindus. ‘Jnana Kanda’ includes ontological realities like self consciousness,
Brahman, God. ‘Upnishadas’ are foundation of Hindu Philosophical thoughts. These are
philosophical in nature and core of Vedic wisdom. ‘Brahamsutras’ logically explain the teachings
of ‘Upanishadas’.These include systematic strands of ‘Upanishads’ and form the background of
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orthodox system of thoughts. ‘Bhagvad Gita’ includes the teachings of Lord Krishna. It is
considered as essence of all Hindu scriptures. The details of battle between ‘Pandavas’ between
‘Kauravas’ i.e. between righteous and wrong are given in this scripture. Though, Lord Krishna was
Arjura’s charioteer in battlefield but actually was his spiritual guide. The teachings of ‘Bhagvad
Gita’ help human to choose and perform action that are normal and righteous especially when one
is in emotionaldilemma.Moreover, there are other scriptures for children like ‘Panchtantras’.

‘Yogas’ are path and practices opted by Hindus
the Various Hindu Beliefs are:-

Purushartha:

These are objective of human life. Hinduism includes four types of ‘Purusharthas’.
‘Dharma’ embraces righteous conduct, selfless action. It covers all the aspects of life — religious as
well as secular. It lays stress on performing the duties appropriately and sincerely. Appropriateness
is determined in context in which action is performed. Nature of ‘Dharmas’differs according to
gender, caste and age of person. For example, Child Dharma is to obey parents. Parents Dharma is
to protect, feed, educate and shelter children.Artha’ refers to pursuits of securities.

As
Reimers and Chung (2019) wisely observed, the process of internalizing values is a fundamental
step, for individuals can only impart what they have assimilated themselves. Value education, as
defined by the National Education Policy (NEP) of 2020, is the means through which a society
imparts the ideals it deems significant. These ideals, embedded deep within an individual's core,
serve as the guiding forces behind their behaviour. This research focused on 240 students in VI,
VII, and VIII grades within government schools. Employing a descriptive research design and
census sampling method, the study aimed to evaluate these students' knowledge levels before
and after participating in an educational program cantered on human values. The essence of
value-based education lies in fostering humanistic, ethical, Constitutional, and universal human
values. By measuring the impact of such education on young minds, this research seeks to
contribute to the broader mission of nurturing responsible, compassionate, and morally sound
citizens who can collectively shape a brighter future. The findings illuminate a captivating
mosaic of elementary school children's grasp of human values, intricately woven from the
threads of their familial, educational, and societal experiences. This vibrant tapestry suggests
that targeted interventions and experiential learning can reshape and elevate their
understanding. This pioneering research catalyses a profound metamorphosis in the young
ones, nurturing positive attitudes, refining behaviour, and forging resilient character traits. This
transformation, akin to alchemical magic, assumes a pivotal role in societal advancement. It acts
as the crucible in which future citizens are forged, instilling them with the virtues necessary to
thrive in our democratic landscape, thereby aligning them with our national aspirations for

Introduction

2018).

As
observers of human conduct, we witness the spectrum of reactions our actions provoke, oscillating
between approval and disapproval. Actions that garner approval are hailed as moral, while those
condemned are labelled as immoral.

The cultivation of moral behaviour hinges upon an individual's ability to discern the
boundaries of good and evil, right and wrong. This discernment, this awareness of moral values,
forms the cornerstone of our ethical development. It is within the nurturing realm of education that
the seeds of moral growth are sown, nurturing the child's capacity to navigate the complex terrain
of morality and ethics.

Within the microcosm of the school environment, children are not merely passive learners
but active participants in a miniature society that exerts a profound influence on their moral and
personal development. Here, educators assume the role of mentors and exemplars, shaping ethical
trajectories through their actions and guidance. Simultaneously, peers in the school ecosystem
contribute to the diffusion of values, fostering discussions on integrity, empathy, and fairness.
Despite the presence of formal rules and regulations, educational institutions are not just bastions
of academic learning; they serve as crucibles for the informal yet profound dissemination of value
education.

Statement of the Problem

In contemporary society, elementary school education plays a pivotal role in shaping the
moral and ethical development of young children. While there is a growing body of research on
various aspects of child development, there remains a significant gap in understanding the specific
influence of human values on elementary school children. This research aims to address this gap by
conducting a comprehensive analysis to explore how human values are transmitted, internalized,
and manifest in the behaviours, attitudes, and social interactions of elementary school children. By
investigating the multifaceted dimensions of this influence, this study seeks to provide valuable

insights that can inform educators, parents, and policymakers in fostering a more values-cantered
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approach to elementary education, thereby contributing to the holistic development of young
learners in an ever-evolving world.

Keeping the above in mind, the following problem statement was formulated.

Exploring the Influence of Human Values on Elementary School Children: A

Comprehensive Analysis

Objectives of the Study
The present research endeavours were meticulously crafted with the following distinctive
aims in mind:
1. Investigating the vibrant tapestry of young minds in elementary schools.
2. Probing the metamorphosis of human values pre and post educational interventions.
3. Unravelling the intricate web of age, gender, and class disparities in children's value

cognition.

Hypothesis
In the present research the null hypothesis was formulated as follows.

1. There is no significant difference between elementary school children on their human
values regarding age.

2. There is no significant difference between elementary school children on their human
values regarding gender.

3. There is no significant difference between elementary school children on their human

values regarding class of study.

Sampling

A comprehensive investigation was undertaken, encompassing 240 elementary school
students from grades VI, VII, and VIII across Two Government middle schools in the city of
Valsad District. This initiative covered the entire population of these schools, making use of the
Census method of Sampling, ensuring a complete representation of the diverse educational

landscape within the region.

Tools for Data Collection

In this innovative research endeavour, a bespoke Self-Structured Interview Schedule was
ingeniously crafted by the researcher to meticulously harvest crucial data. Each child underwent a
personalized examination, utilizing this unique schedule, unravelling the depth of their
comprehension regarding fundamental human values. Following the data collection, responses
were meticulously scrutinized, paving the way for a carefully tailored educational program
spanning a month's duration. Subsequent to this immersive educational experience, a
comprehensive assessment of the students' grasp on human values was carried out, culminating in

insightful and enlightening findings.
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Results and Discussion
Personal Profile

Diving into the intricate tapestry of young minds, Table 1 unveils the multifaceted personal
profiles of our elementary school participants. Age, gender, family dynamics, and size intricately

interweave to paint a vivid portrait of their diverse backgrounds and experiences.

The age
spectrum of these young individuals paints a vivid picture: a striking 43.3% claim the mantle of 11
years, while 27.5% inhabit the age bracket of 12 years, and a noteworthy 19.2% find them in the
13-year-and-above category. Noteworthy, indeed!

A gender tableau emerges from the data, revealing that a commanding 61.7% of respondents are
female, with the remaining 38.3% donning the male identity. Evidently, government elementary
schools have embraced a female-majority student body.

Furthermore, the familial landscape comes into focus, illustrating that a substantial 65% reside
within nuclear family structures, while the remaining 35% thrive within the embrace of joint family

units. The nuances of life choices are intricately woven into these statistics.

Level of Knowledge among the elementary school children before and after the educational
programme on Human Values

Table 2 unveils a transformative journey: before the educational program, curious young
minds had varying degrees of human values awareness. Post-program, their enlightenment soared,

class by class, painting a vivid tapestry of growth in these budding scholars.

In the realm of nurturing human values, the tableau above paints a vivid picture of
transformation in young minds. Prior to the enlightening educational initiative, the spectrum of
values embraced by elementary scholars in grades VI, VII, and VIII exhibited intriguing diversity.
For those in the VI standard, values spanned from 36 to 59, while VII standard students ranged
from 22 to 77, and VIII standard pupils oscillated between 35 and 60.

Following the intervention of our educational program, a profound metamorphosis
unfolded. The most notable shift among VI standard youngsters manifested in their increased
appreciation of "Peace," soaring by an astounding 41%. For VII standard, "Respect" experienced a
remarkable ascent of 39%, and VIII standard students showed a remarkable 37% elevation in their
understanding of "Respect." Notably, numerous other values also experienced a substantial surge in
knowledge levels among these budding intellects post-program.

Comparative analysis of Human value education programme among the elementary school
children

Utilizing the paired-samples t-test, we scrutinized whether the means of two sets, drawn
from the same individuals, diverge significantly. Table 3 unveils our statistical exploration, delving
into the shifts in age and gender-related human values among elementary school students in grades

V1, VII, and VIII before and after an educational intervention. This unique analysis underscores the
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transformative impact of the program on these young minds.

Purity of mind,
knowledge of yoga, maturity, desire to give, peace, living, behaviour without deceit, sense of
forgiveness towards all, sense of selflessness, civility, humility, energetic, an attempt has been
made to formulate human values like forgiving personality, perseverance, purity, pride-less

nature without hatred, strength to face challenges etc. in the form of values.

- Values in Chapter 2 of the Geeta of a Sthitaprajna - The Yoga of knowledge.

Second chapter gives the concepts of Prakriti, Purush, Soul and Sthithprajna. Sthitprajna is
a noble man or perfect person described by the Geeta having all noble values. The values of a
Sthitprajna are.

He is free from all desires of mind and interrupted by sorrows for him pain and pleasures
are the same. He is truthful, understands the soul, has the knowledge about the life cycle and
follows his swadharma. He treats victory and defeat alike and is not moved by worldly desires. He
follows vedas teachings. He acts not for the cause of fruits but for action only in Yoga spirit. He is
free from passion, fear and anger. He is not attached to anything and has a stable mind. He is
firmly established in God.

- Values in chapter 16 of the Geeta - Divine qualities :-

The divine and the demonical tendencies of human beings are pitted against each other
since the time immemorial and are given in chapter 16. Divine tendencies area twenty six values
that one should acquire.

Fearlessness (faith in God and his protection), wholesome purities of mind/heart
(trensparercy to truth), steadfastness (in seeking wisdom and practicing Yoga), Almsgiving
(Charity), self restraint (Power to control senses), Religious rites (as per vedas and other great
scriptures), Right study (of great scriptures self-discipline (tapas, celibracy, practice by
discrimination). Straight forwardness (truthfulness, honestly), Non injury (Ahimsa), Truthfulness,
Absence of Wrath (Akrodha), Renunciation (Tyga), peaceful, (Divine quality shanti), Absence of
fault findings, compassion (daya). Absence of greed, gentleness, modesty (feeling shame at any
wrong doing and willing to correct oneself). Absence of restlessness (to avoid physical and mental
roaming). Radiance of character (tejas, through meditation), forgiveness (Kshama), patience,
cleanliness of body and purity of mind, non hatred, lack of conceit (absence of excessive pride).

- Values in chapter 13 of the Geeta - True knowledge :-

are given of man of true knowledge.

Technical or vocational education is the training given to men or women in
order to enable them to perform skill with a utilitarian task. Such is, for instance training in
weaving, iron melting, pruning of trees etc., it applies to industrial and as well as to agricultural
pursuits. The two important things about this type of training are that it is necessary for modern
society and that, properly imparted; it has also an educational value.The achievement of higher

education Dr. Radhakrishnan says in his writings in the following way,

1. Transmission of the intellectual and ethical heritage of humanity to the young.
2. Enrichment of this heritage and extension of the boundaries of knowledge.
3. Development of personality Swamiji stated that the teacher’s work must be simply out of

love, one of the pure loves for mankind at large. The only medium through which spiritual force
can be transmitted is love. The student who wants to know the truth must give up all desires for
gain. Love, truth and unselfishness are not merely moral figures of speech, but they form our
highest ideal, because in them lies such manifestation of power. “The training by which the current
and expression of will brought under control and become fruitful is called education.”

4 He further stresses that, “It is man-making religion that we want”.

5 The end of all education, all training, should be man- making. The aim of all training is to
make the man grow. Getting by heart the thoughts of others in a foreign language and stuffing our
brain with them and taking some university degrees, we consider ourselves educated. Is this
education? What is the goal of our education? Swami remembers from one of the books which he
read, “For the good of a village, a man ought to give up his family; For the good of a country, he
ought to give up his village; For the good of humanity, he may give up his country; for the good of
the world, everything” . Swamiji also states that, “....strength must come to the nation through
education,”

Human Value Thoghts By Dr.SarvappalliRadhakrishna :-

Radhakrishnan says that the value of life has extrinsic value or we can say the instrumental
value as it supports or help the way of realizing the life of sorrowlessness. The value of life means
to achieve the goal of life i.e. to overcome the sorrows and sufferings of life. So we can not fully
satisfy with the help of finite objects in this world.Radhakrishn remarks that ‘finite object can not
give us satisfaction for which our soul hungers”.As in the field of intellect we miss the ultimate
reality in the objects of the empirical world, even so the absolute good we seek for in morality is

not to be found in finite satisfaction. The spirit in us seeks the true satisfaction and nothing less
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than the infinite can give us that. Therefore, we can say that there is no permanent satisfaction in
nature. Our soul always hunger for infinite, search for eternal reality. The perfect ideal of our life is
found only in the eternal reality. The value of life or the ideal of life is derived from the
metaphysical standpoint of radhakrishan philosophy. His philosophy can be described as monistic
idealism. It is monistic because the realty is one and it is called idealism for more than one reason.
One is idea-ism and the other is ideal-ism. The former indicates the reality as a nature of an idea
that means mental or spiritual. The later one insisted on the ultimacy and value of some ideal. He
prefers this sense and believes that there is a spiritual ideal towards which the whole world-process
is progressing to achieve some goal. According to Radhakrishnan the real meaning of the word
idea is that what is the principle involved in it when we ask with reference to any thing or action? It
indicates the meaning or purpose of its being or the aim or value of that action. It shows that when
we say about the nature of an idea we try to determine what that thing is driving at? Thus if we
assert that the universe is driving at something-that it has a meaning and a value, that it is not a
blind force striving or an irrational movements onwards but it is a constant progression towards
some higher end, and then we are an idealist. In this sense, an idealist is a teleologist whobelieves
in the ultimate meaning and purpose of the universe. So a man who is earnestly searching for the
value of life can find no rest until he gains a view or avision of the world of things and process
which will enable him to interpret the manifold experiences as expensive , in some sort of purpose.

The nature of man has two aspects. One is the finite aspect and the other is the infinite or the divine
aspect. According to Radhakrishnan the finite aspects of man are those aspects that are determined
by the empirical or environmental conditions. This aspect of man is not final. He has another
aspect of divine or infinite aspect. That is why every action of man is goal oriented. The end of
every action is to achieve some goal.

The finite aspect of man is the creative activity of man which has an instrumental value. It
relates to the empirical events. The supreme value or the intrinsic value isidentified with the
unchanging , the perfect for Radhakrishna’s point of view.

Human Values In The Thoughts Of Shree AuroBindu:-

Sri Aurobindo has been one of the most creative and significant figures in the Indian
renaissance movement. He was gifted with surprising powers of intellect. He was a great sage,
Yogi and philosophical thinker. Sri Aurobindo devoted himself to the service of India at the time of
the partition of Bengal. He began to be revered as the messiah of a new, inspired fervent
nationalism. The articles which he contributed these days in the Bande Mataram, Karmayogin and
the Dharma are full of political inspiration. He expounded on the theory of spiritual nationalism.
However, Sri Aurobindo renounced politics in 1910 and went to Pondicherry. Thereafter he
worked after the spiritual redemption of humanity. Sri Aurobindo wrote extensively. Among his
important writings, we have the Human Cycle, The Ideal of Human Unity, The Foundations of
Indian Culture, Evolution, Superman and the Life Divine. He talked of the desirability and
inevitability of the individual to develop beyond his mental consciousness. He wrote extensively

on the problem of evolution. He was not merely concerned with individual man’s destiny, he was
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concerned about the entire humanity. Today, we see as to what was Sri Aurobindo’s views on
human nature and human values.Man according to Aurobindo is a “complex being” comprising of
three elements — infra-rational, rational and supra-rational. He argues that the infra-rational element
in man is “a human enlargement of the little animal sector” and is concerned with the satisfaction
of physical and vital life. The rational element differentiates man from animals and is concerned
with the development of mental faculties. It enables man to understand and control himself and his
environment. The supra-rational element is turned towards the Absolute. “Its special power is to
realize the infinite in the finite, the eternal unity in all divisions and differences.”However,
Aurobindo contends that these three elements do not play the same role in every individual. Thus,
in one individual infra-rational element may play a predominant role, while another rational
element may play a decisive role. He says, “These three powers of being, the supra-rational,
rational and infra-rational are present, but with an infinitely varying prominence in all our
activities”. He holds that a man dominated by the infra-rational element is an “uncultured and
undeveloped human being”. He calls him a barbarian, a “vital being”.Thought and action of
thevital being are motivated by instincts, impulses and spontaneous ideas. A man in whom reason
plays a predominant role is called by Aurobindo the “mental being”. Though and action of the
mental being to governed by reason. According to him the spiritual being — man dominated by the
supra-rational element — develops “a greater spiritual, supra-intellectual and intuitive, perhaps in
the end a more than intuitive, agnostic consciousness. Human evolution starts with infra-rational,
vital beings. But material and vital nature is only a first form of our being and to overcome and rise
beyond it is the very sense of human evolution. “Our highest endeavor has been to become the
mental being and to live in the strength of the idea.

Aurobindo believes that though man is imperfect at the present stage of evaluation he is
capable of attaining perfection by discovering and following his true nature. However, man can
find true nature only if he recognizes two important factors. The first one is that his true nature is
spiritual and not ego. And secondly, that he is a cosmic rather than an isolated being, “For the
complete individual is the cosmic individual, since only when we have taken the universe into
ourselves — and transcended it — can our individuality be complete.

Values of J. Krushnamurti :-

According to Krishnamurti, thought is amaterial process of memory stored andfunctioning
in the brain cells. Brain ismatter, and memory accumulated in it isalso matter. Thought is the
movement ofmemory as a response to a challenge. Sothere is nothing sacred about thought.Every
movement of thought is within thefield of matter, and all its manifestations areconfined to the
materialistic realm of lifeAll its inventions, technological as well asspiritual, are materialistic in
nature. Thought is energy working with a motiveand an end in view. It is an activity ofseeking more
and more pleasure andgratification within the pattern of theknown, the old, which can never
understandthe truth beyond the field of matter. Thoughtcan never know the “new” which cannot
bethought about. It is incapable of being in thestate of experiencing of that which isbeyond the

realm of consciousness as weknow; as a process of naming or terming,Thought can never touch
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that which isnameless; all its products, either theaeroplane or the Atman are materialistic
incharacter. Krishnamurti says “Those whothink a great deal are materialistic becausethought is
matter. Thought is matter asmuch as the floor, the wall, the telephone arematter. Energy
functioning in a patternbecomes matter. There is energy and thereis matter. That is all life is, we
may thinkthought is not matter, but it is. Thought ismatter as an ideology.

Values of mahatma Ghandhiji :-

All his life, Gandhi Ji devoted himself to the practice of Truth (Satyagraha), Non-violence
(Ahinsa), Compassion and Kindness. Latest research from the sciences of learning indicate that
these principles if embodied by our young will help us address the pressing challenges the world is
facing today.Our education systems can empower the young and play a pivotal role in achieving
peaceful and sustainable societies by embodying the values of Gandhi Ji. Academic success, while
important, cannot be the end goal of our education system.Education must pursue a grander goal,
that of human flourishing.

SACRED FOREST

One of the finest examples of traditional practices in India based on religious faith which
has made a profound contribution to nature conservation has been the maintenance of certain
patches of land or forests as "sacred groves' dedicated to a deity or a village God, protected, and
worshipped. These are found all over India, and abundantly along the Western Ghats, the west
coast, and in several parts of Kerala, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu amd Maharashtra. In Kerala there are
hundreds of small jungles dedicated to snakes (Sarpakavu, Sarpa meaning snake, kavumeaning
jungle).

In spite of the depletion of forests in many parts of India, some sacred groves still remain
intact as oases in deserts, conserving rich biological diversity. The maintenance of sacred groves
can thus he considered to be an outstanding example of a traditional practice that has contributed
to forest conservation, albeit in a small measure.

SACRED PLANTS AND ANIMALS

Many plants and animals have from historical times been considered sacred in India by
various communities. The most outstanding examples are the peepal tree. The banyan tree and
Khejditree and these have been traditionally revered and therefore never cut. There are a number
of other trees and plants considered sacred and grown in temple premises and are protected in
other localities. More than a hundred such species of trees/plants in India are considered sacred by
various communities and religious faiths. These include the sandalwood tree, beetlenut, palm,
neem, coconut palm, juniper, champa, lotus, tulsi, pepper, etc. Such traditional cultural attitudes,
though based on religious faith, have made significant contribution in the protection and

propagation of various species of trees and plants in India.

The NEP 2020
acknowledges the reality of unmotivated and dis-spirited Indian teacher and proposes to completely
overhaul the teaching profession to create a robust merit-based structure of tenure, salary, and
promotion, that incentivizes and recognizes outstanding teachers.

In order to improve and reach the levels of integrity and credibility required to restore the
prestige of the teaching profession, the Regulatory System shall be empowered to take stringent
action against substandard and dysfunctional teacher education institutions (TEIs) that do not meet
basic educational criteria, after giving one year for remedy of the breaches. By 2030, only
educationally sound, multidisciplinary, and integrated teacher education programmes shall be in
force.. As teacher education requires multidisciplinary inputs, and education in high-quality
content as well as pedagogy, all teacher education programmes must be conducted within
composite multidisciplinary institutions. To this end, all multidisciplinary universities, and
colleges - will aim to establish, education departments which, besides carrying out cutting-edge
research in various aspects of education, will also run B.Ed. programmes, in collaboration with
other departments such as psychology, philosophy, sociology, neuroscience, Indian languages,
arts, music, history, literature, physical education, science and mathematics. Moreover, all stand-
alone TEIs will be required to convert to multidisciplinary institutions by 2030, since they will
have to offer the 4-year integrated teacher preparation programme.

The 4-year integrated B.Ed. will be a dual-major
holistic Bachelor’s degree, in Education as well as a specialized subject such as a language, history,
music, mathematics, computer science, chemistry, economics, art, physical education, etc. Beyond the
teaching of cutting-edge pedagogy, the teacher education will include grounding in sociology, history,
science, psychology, early childhood care and education, foundational literacy and numeracy,
knowledge of India and its values/ethos/art/traditions, and more. The HEI offering the 4-year
integrated B.Ed. may also run a 2-year B.Ed., for students who have already received a Bachelor’s
degree in a specialized subject. A 1-year B.Ed. may also be offered for candidates who have received
a 4-year undergraduate degree in a specialized subject. Scholarships for meritorious students will be
established for the purpose of attracting outstanding candidates to the 4-year, 2-year, and 1-year B.Ed.
programmes.

Hinduism is based on inculcating and practicing certain basic human values which refer to
behaviour of individuals in daily life. These are the essential morals which every Hindu must have
which are as follows;

o Truthfulness — Everyone should speak the truth with kindness and compassion. It is
possible that in short run untruth may appear to win but in long run truth will always win. But if
truth causes harm, it is better to be silent rather than speaking it. For example, if a person is ill and
there is risk to his life then telling truth may cause harm to patient. So, in this case it is better to be

silent.
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o Non-violence — According To Hinduism ‘Ahimsa Paramo Dharma ’- Best Dharma is not
to harm others for personal benefits. One should not opt for non-violence at least not beyond bare
minimum without which one could not survive. It also means that one should prefer to be
vegetarian and should refrain from overeating and consuming meat.

o Non Stealing — Hinduism teaches not to steal or enter into debt. One should not be greedy
and selfish which may result in stealing. The person should not take the things which do not
belong to him rather one should use hard earned assets and money.

o Compassion — Every Hindu must have callous, compassionate and intensive feelings. He
must have sympathy, kindness, love, mercy for all. One should do his deed selflessly and for the
benefit of society. One should always be ready to provide services to needy ones even at one’s
own sacrifice, if needed.

) Forgiveness — One should restrain oneself from intolerance and ill will. The individuals
can forgive only if they have combined characteristics of patience, tolerance and bear sufferings.
Forgiveness will ultimately result in peacefulness. It creates the basis of non-violence.

. Sweet speech — Hinduism teaches us sweetness of speech and personality. One should not
be rude, harsh and impolite. The individual should be pious and should always use sweet words.

o Tithing — Hindus should be generous. It is believed in Hinduism that more you give more
you get. One should give or donate to others without any intention of reward.

) Free of Sin — Hinduism teaches us not to perform any action that is sinful. According to
law of Karmas, everyone is rewarded according to his karmas, sooner or later, in absolute and
correct measure.

o Acceptance — Everyone should do selfless deeds (Nishkama Karma) without concern of
outcome. Whatever the outcome of any action should be accepted as the gift of God. Whether the
Result is desirable or undesirable, one should accept the result without anxiety.

Human value in Jainism :-

o Non-violence — Killing or harming any one physically or by the words of mouth, both are
strictly abandoned by Jains. The conduct of non-violence helps in spiritual development which
helps in one’s salvation and release from rebirth.

o Non-Attachment — It concentrates on non-possession of worldly things or property.
According to them, Attachments may result in the direct harm to individual personality.

. Asceticism— Jainism follows strongest asceticism. Such life means nakedness or non-
possession of even clothes, keeping fasts, body mortification etc. to be free from old Karma and a
restraint on new Karma. Mahavira has set an example of a good ascetic life by adopting severe
austerities for twelve years.

o Not stealing — A Jain mendicant should always take necessary permissions to get anything
from others and only accept those things which are given voluntarily by others. They are strictly
opposed to theft and stealing.

) Celibacy — It refers to being away from sex and sensual pleasures for Jain monks and nuns.

But for laypersons or followers, it means complete fidelity in marital relationship.
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o Meditation — Meditation is a form of austerity and ascetic practice. It means one has to be
pure. One must leave selfishness and concentrate on enhancing knowledge.
Human value in islam :-

If the word “Islam” gives rise to fear or mistrust today, it is urgent that American-Muslims
clarify what we believe Islam stands for in order to dispel the idea that there is a fundamental
conflict between the best values of western civilization and the essential values of Islam. Islamic
civilizations, which developed out of the revelation of the Qur’an in the seventh century, affirms
the truth of previous revelations, affirms religious pluralism, cultural diversity, and human rights,
and recognized the value of reason and individual conscience. One issue is the problem of
violence. Thousands of Muslim institutions and leaders, the great majority of the world’s billion or
more Muslims, have unequivocally condemned the hateful and violent ideologies that kill
innocents and violate the dignity of all humanity. Islamic civilizations have a long history of
encouraging religious tolerance and guaranteeing the rights of religious minorities. The reason for
this is that the Qur’an explicitly acknowledges that the religious diversity is part of the Divine Plan
and no religion has a monopoly on truth or virtue. Jerusalem, under almost continuous Islamic
control rule for nearly fourteen centuries, has been a place where Christians and Jews have lived
with Muslims, their holy sites and religious freedoms preserved. Medieval Spain also created a
high level of civilization as a multi-cultural society. The Ottoman Empire, the longest-lived in
history, for more than six centuries of its existence encouraged ethnic and religious minorities to
participate in and contribute to society. The acceptance of Islam must be an act of free will.
Conversion by any kind of coercion was universally condemned by Islamic scholars. There are
many verses of the Qur’an that affirm the actuality and even the necessity of diversity in ways of
life and religious belief. In general, war id forbidden in Islam, except in case of self-defense in
response to explicit aggression. If there is a situation where injustice is being perpetrated or if the
community is being invaded, then on a temporary basis permission is govern to defend oneself.
The general principle established throughout the Qur’an is that the relationship between Muslims
and non-Muslims should be based on peace and fairness.

Human value in Buddhism :-
o Believe in ‘Karma’— Human beings must believe in ‘Karma’ theory which has a cause and
effect relationship.
. Serve the Sick — According to him, serving the sick means serving the God.
o Morality — He believed in two golden rules of Christianity i.e. principle of equality and
the principle of reciprocity. It means we must behave or act in the way, we expect from others.
As per Buddha all human beings are equal and we must follow moral and ethical values being
good human beings.
o Mental Development — This is the only path which can strengthen and control our mind.
Mental Development is possible by concentration and meditation. This will help in maintaining
good mental health and conduct.

o Love — As per Buddha the end of hatred is to do love and compassion. We can conquer
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anger by love and affection to others.

o Harmony — He strived to maintain a balance and harmony between all living and non-
living things in the universe in order to attain enlightenment.

3 Spread of Peace — Human society can be peaceful by accepting this very aim of Buddha.
Peace can be attained through the practice of non-violence, equally brotherhood and friendship.

o Self- Reliance — Human society and nation can be developed by self-power, unity and self-
reliance. Unity got and grown by the strength of weapons is not last longing. True unity lies with

courtesy and self-sacrifice.

Human value in Sikhism :-

In the Sikh metaphysical concept, God is the Ultimate Reality, and man is capable of
realizing the Ultimate through realization of the Divine Light, which is within him. To achieve this
he has to organize his activities as per the teachings of the Gurus. Therefore the Sikh Value System
is based on the compositions contained in the Sikh Scriptures. All the values help in enhancing the
inner self of an individual. Values are spiritual, social, survival and ultimate. Naam creates a
feeling of the realization of God‘s grace within oneself. This feeling of harmony ultimately results
in the utterer becoming one with the uttered. Practice of Naam leads to cultivation of virtues which
is essential for becoming a good human being. Guru Nanak says that only the holy name is
valuable, rest all is pride of self. By honest means of earnings one can prohibit oneself from getting
involved in evils of the society such as robbery, prostitution, beggary etc. and build up an honest
character. The value of sharing what you have with the needy is a spiritual and secular service to
mankind. Sikhs have been contributing to setting up of hospitals, educational institutions,
accommodation at religious centres, renovation of old gurudwaras and langar system for all. This
seems to be a proven tendency to implement the values in the present day life.

Human value of cretinism:-

The values Jesus Christ taught in the New Testament can be summed up in two thoughts—
love God and love others. Here is a sampling of values that are presented in the Word of God.

— This is the core Christian value of being kind and unselfish, especially with our money
time.

The generous will themselves be blessed, for they share their food with the poor."
Courage— The value is characterized by boldness and confidence. It’s the opposite of fear.

"Have I not commanded you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid; do not be
discouraged, for the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go."

Love — Love is a fundamental characteristic of who God is and it’s a value that is to describe His
children as well. "We love because he first loved us."

Respect — A Christian value is to be conscious that God has created all people in His image. As a
response, we show respect to all. "Show proper respect to everyone, love the family of believers,
fear God, honor the emperor."

Hope — The value of hope is confident expectation. It’s a firm assurance in God. "There is surely a

future hope for you, and your hope will not be cut off."
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Peace — There are many aspects of this Christian value mentioned in the Bible. It refers o rest and

tranquility and ultimately, peace is a gift from God.

"Let us therefore make every effort to do what leads to peace and to mutual edification."”
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
