Introduction:

In present era Education include ultra modern technology where we are inclined more
toward knowledge and ranks in examinations rather than applying the learning in our day today
life and utilising the knowledge for development of society, nation and ourselves in true sense.
Teachers are putting more and more emphasis on marks obtained by students rather than
evaluating them as a whole whether they are ready to face ups and downs of life or not. Parents are
choosing the schools which are advertising for better academic achievement of their student,
neglecting the other aspects of education. Parents and Teachers wants that student should learn that
type of education which can help him to get a better job and position in employment market, which
will ultimately help him to accumulate lot of money and things of leisure and pleasure. Superlative
purpose of Education has been completely overlooked by our policy makers and students have
become machine to generate marks and teachers as machine operator. Basic purpose of education —
to enlight the inner soul of an individual enabling him in understanding the life in better way has
lagged behind in the race of modernisation. In near future if we failed to incorporate the essential
value based Education in our children, the whole meaning of Education will be lost in this

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Concept of value based Education:

In simple term value based Education means part of the Education which imparts certain
essential moral, ethical, cultural, social, spiritual values in child necessary for their all round
development and prepares them as a complete man. It built the character and is necessary for
development of personality of a individual. It includes physical health, mental health, etiquettes
and social behaviour, civic rights and duties etc. Every one of us is well aware about importance of
these values in life of an individual yet we are unable to develop it in our children resulting in a
number of behavioural and developmental problem. Next question that comes to our mind is that
how these values can be developed in children? Some educationalist has suggested that moral
values are developed in an individual automatically during school time and after coming in contact
with the society. They tries to make adjustment as per the need of the group and set of standards
and norms developed and accepted by the group to which they belongs. It is a continuous process
during which he keeps on changing himself but this concept fails to explain why the adjustments
made by two individual are different in similar situation? Adjustments can be positive as well as
negative, if changes are positive these can be called as values and if changes are negative or
opportunity based then they can be termed as only adjustment. So we can say that social
adjustment made or experiences gained during school time are not enough to inculcate values in
child because two individuals never react similarly to same situation it means that values are the
thoughts which are to be introduced in child from outside. Moral development includes both
thinking morally and behaving morally. Moral person is not only the person who does the right
things but also one who does the right thing for right reasons.

Essential values to be developed in child:

There could be a number of essential values that is to be inculcated in an individual in
different ages. It could be family values, moral values, religious values, social values, spiritual
values, environmental values, ethical values, national values, international values. Types of values
a child can learn and follow in his or her life depend up on his age group. In early childhood child
can learn simple values like honesty, truthfulness, punctuality, respecting elders, love etc. but in
later stages of life they can be taught other complex values. Besides teaching the values through
text books or by lectures, it is better to demonstrate them. Kothari Commission also suggested
almost similar recommendations for incorporating essential values in students. Role of Parents and
Teachers in developing values in child: Parents and Teachers are the two central points which
makes maximum impact on personality of an individual but unfortunately parents and teachers
have themselves forgotten the importance of values in life. Generally child imitates the behaviour
of persons with whom they are in contact. If parents and teachers themselves demonstrate the
values and its role in giving directions to life then child will automatically acquire the required
values. Somebody has rightly said “that values are not taught lectured or professed, they are only
demonstrated.” Some of the parents are too caring and possessive while others are not much
concerned about their child due their busy schedule or illiteracy. Similarly some of the parents are

strict hardliners wants to grow their child in a disciplined environment while others are very
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reluctant. These attitudes of parents are not helpful in developing values in child. An ideal parent
would be blend of all who reacts according to the situation. Extreme is never desirable. The
experience ones face in his or her early childhood remains permanent for whole life. What parents
do is more important than what parents say because child learns more by observing not by
listening. An alcoholic or smoker never wants his or her child to consume alcohol or smoke but he
has no words to express the same. In present situation it is better for parents to become role model
for their child before they adopt an inappropriate role model from their surroundings. Same is the
case with the teachers. If you ask a student of age group of 5 year to 10 year what you want to be?
90 out of 100 times he will answer that he wants to be a teacher. It reflects that what a teacher
means to a student. He is role model for him in his early childhood. Teaching is not a job it is an
attitude. Teacher should consider every student as his or her own child. Every teacher related to
any subject should try to inculcate essential values in students through there teachings then only
their teaching will be meaningful. A student who is master of his or her subject but no moral
values is not a human rather he can be compared with a wise animal because these values
differentiate a human from animal.

Methodology and approach to value based Education:

The field of value education is as broad as human life itself. In India during Ramayan or
Mahabharat period values are taught to the child along with formal education in Gurukuls, where
Guru or Priest teaches the students at their Ashrams through different methods and prepares them
to face the life. In Modern days Gurukuls were replaced but formal school and colleges which are
providing the formal education to children. Not only schools and colleges but family, society, mass
media and other means of communications also affects the learning of child. Parents and teachers
can utilize these instruments for incorporating essential values in child. The method and strategy in
imparting value education depends upon the values chosen, age of the child and certain other
factors. Curriculum can be used for providing value based education. Through various activities
child can easily catch the attitude. Although values can be transferred in students through hidden
or unplanned method but it is a very complex method and every teacher is neither competent nor
trained enough to carry out such type of experiments. In class room teacher can use biographies,
debates, discussions, stories, essays, article writing, news paper reading, and small classroom
incidences to make the students aware about importance of values. Students can be engaged in
practical situations similar to the original life incidences, which will be helpful in development of
essential life skills. This approach gives them a chance to apply the concepts and experiences they
have already learned. Certain social activities such as maintaining school campus or classroom,
social forestry, organising environmental awareness or health and sanitation literacy programmes
in community can make the difference. Students must be promoted to organise and participate in
the programmes such as drama, street plays, cultural fests etc which is message based, can be
helpful in developing values in child.

Suggestions:

Here are some suggestions, which can be helpful in development of essential values in
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childhood if implemented with serious efforts and outmost care —

. Curriculum reform is urgently needed, especially curriculum of languages can be used for
promoting value along with the learning of subject matter.

. Beside the subject matter teachers should try to figure out the value based messages hidden
in text and communicate it to students.

. Parents should try to invest more time with the child rather than investing their time in
earning money. Half the work is done if parents decide to teach one story every day to their
child giving essential message.

. Teacher should understand their duty to impart value education to the child from very first
day along with the formal education.

. Different type of extracurricular activities and other such programmes must be organised in
school from time to time to promote values in students.

. A different subject called ‘Values’ can be developed and should be made compulsory in
syllabus from early child hood to graduation or post graduation level.

. Parents, teachers and other eminent members of society should try to inculcate important
values in child by demonstrating not through teaching it formally in classrooms.

. Media can play an important role in providing value education in child. Especially
television channels should try to avoid showing serials, programmes, advertisement which
directly or indirectly challenges the human values. Same responsibility is expected from
other form of media such as news paper, magazines etc.

Conclusions:

From above discussion we can come to conclusion that providing value based education to
our children from early childhood especially during adolescence age group, can help us in
overcoming the problem of deteriorating moral values in our youth. Parents and teachers have to
rethink that which type of education they want their future generation to learn? Collaborative
efforts of parents, teachers, society and media can bring the Indian youth on right track to live a
disciplined life.

Upadhyayaji coined the term 'Integral Humanism' to outline his political and social
philosophy. He believed in the holistic development of individuals and society, emphasizing the
integration of material progress with spiritual and ethical values. According to him, Integral
Humanism sought to strike a balance between individual rights and social responsibilities,
advocating for self-reliance, decentralization, and equitable distribution of resources.

When applied to the education system, integral humanism suggests that education
should go beyond academic knowledge and focus on nurturing well-rounded individuals. This
approach promotes character development, values education, and holistic personal growth
alongside traditional academic subjects. It encourages educators to consider the physical,
emotional, and ethical needs of students in addition to intellectual development, aiming to create
individuals who are not only knowledgeable but also morally and ethically responsible members
of society. Upadhyayajiwas also concerned about the state of the Indian education system. He
believed that education should not just focus on academic knowledge but should also nurture
moral and ethical values. He argued for a system that rooted students in their cultural and
spiritual heritage while providing them with modern and practical skills. He advocated for the
promotion of Indian languages, arts, and traditions within the educational curriculum.
The purpose of this research paper readers develop critical understanding and enhance his/her
interest about the Upadhyayaji thoughts on Integral Humanism and the Indian education
system were closely intertwined. He envisioned a society where education played a pivotal rolein
fostering a sense of holistic well-being, rooted in Indian values, and contributing to the
betterment of both individuals and the nation.
Introduction:

India is a great nation and through own wisdom andvishwa guru all time. In context of

Indian perspective of education, ‘@rfaearaTfasm#Fad’, education as the way which liberates human
beings. PanditDeenDayalUpadhyaya, was great supporter of this panegyric as he believed in

holistic development of human being through education. Upadhyayaji, presented a great
philosophical principle of ‘Integral Humanism.” which can be considered the outline of the
comprehensive development of a person’s personality. He promoted the continuous and integrated
program of every human being’s body, mind, intellect, and soul. Realisation of ‘vyashti’,

‘Samashti’, ‘Srishti’ and ‘Parameshti’ according to Indian ethos is crux of his philosophy. The
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education is the way to realize these enlightened values. In his view, foreign influence, foreign
ideology, and foreign life-values impede the progress of any country.

Inculcating western values in Indian education, present education system has disregarded
the soul of the Indian nation and therefore Upadhyayji encouraged the change in present education
system and inclusion of Indian values in education. He believed that the educational and life-
values are developed according to the aims and objectives of the society. We Indian society have
different social and ethical value-system and hence need own kind of values and value-system for
our students. Only formal education is not capable to develop comprehensive personality of
students. Therefore, he has the view supported the view of amalgmology of formal
schooleducation with informal education ‘SanskarShiksha’ for the students. Human building leads
to society building and that leads to nation building. He was of the view that education should be
able to create such circumstances that develop the multidimensional personality of students. In his
views, the overall development of the nation is possible only through social welfare and the
fundamental medium of social welfare is education is nationalism.

Nationalism is the core values of educational philosophy of Upadhyayaji. In his views,
India not only represents the country’s geographical unity, it also reflects the Indian view of life,
expressing unity in diversity. For him, dharma is not ritual but moral duty or righteousness. He
also focused on the quality of teachers as his philosophy highlights the ancient Indian hymn
‘gaseanEEARRar:’. Upadhyayajiwas of the view that curriculum must be oriented towards

holistic development of personality including development of character of the students.
Upadhyayaji educational philosophy is relevant today to attain 21st century values i.e. Social
justice, Individual freedom, Economic self-dependence, Self-control, Self-realization, Sustainable
Development, cultural preservation etc.
Nature of Education in Integral Humanism

The first thread connecting the individual and the population is 'Education'.
PanditDeendayalUpadhyay considers 'Education' as the constituent element of society. According
to him- The new components should be aware of their relation with the old components and they
move ahead by considering and understanding the old components as the experience of life, then
that group gets the name of society. That is human beings one after the other when others who are
often born after that, imparts or accompanies his entire experience of different fields or its essence
by various means, then in this process a continuously moving human group is created, which is
called society. If there is no education, then society don’t even be born. Giving a sense of the
priority and dignity of the place of education in the society, Deendayalji says, according to Indian
scholars, it is the debt of the sage, which is the duty of every person to repay. When the society
arranges for the education of future children, it is grateful to him. The feeling does not remain, but
whatever heritage the society has received from its ancestors, there is a desire to pass it on to the
next generation and get it out of its debt. Debt can be recovered only when we make the future
indebtedness.
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System of Education by the Society in Integral Humanism:

Deendayalji believes that education is the birth right of every person. It should be arranged
by the society. Sale of education will be fatal for the society. Therefore, education should be
assured and free. It is in the interest of the society to educate the child. Human beings are born as
animals. Through education and culture, he becomes an integral component of the society. By
planting and irrigating trees, we will get fruits when the tree grows. Education is also such an
appropriation. A person will be educated and will work for the society, but what is the wonder if
the system, which makes us individualistic from childhood, comes out disregarding the society?
He writes- "In India before 1947, in all the native states, no fee was charged for education
anywhere. Education up to the highest level was free. In Gurukuls, food and living arrangements
were also made in the ashram." Considering that the is state responsible for education, Deendayalji
was against the governmentization of education. He was an advocate of educational autonomy.
According to him, even after the expenditure of education is done by the state, it should not be
governmentised. There should be autonomous bodies of teachers and educationists to manage
educational institutions in each region. Their running as a department of the government is not
good. The distinction between government and non-government educational institutions should be
abolished. Salary and other facilities of teachers of all areas should be such that qualified persons
should not hesitate to enter the education sector. It is not proper to allow educational institutions to
become the private property of the trust or the management committee. It is also necessary to be
careful of the tendency of managers to make schools private property by abusing their
independence. Therefore, autonomy does not mean shoplifting of education, but education system
is under a constitutionally well-defined autonomous national body.

In Favour of Uniformity in Education in Integral Humanism

PanditDeendayalUpadhyay was against the dual structure of education in which there is a
system of Public school and government or private schools. They describe public schools as
schools with a nationalistic influence. According to him, Education should not create distinction in
the society, but should create unity. India's public schools are against this objective. There is a
need to raise the standard of all educational institutions. Upadhyayji was in favour of keeping the
educational institutions and education system free from external influence. The future of the
country lies in the classrooms of India. To hand it over to others easily, they considered it unfair
and injurious to the society. Therefore, he considered the inclusion and integration of elements of
self-culture in education necessary. Upadhyayji writes in an article in 'Panchjanya’: The
interference of any external power in the internal condition of the country and its basic institutions
is inappropriate. We cannot tolerate anyone's interference and influence on our politics. Even in
the economic field, external aid and capital become a cause of fear. To what extent is it appropriate
to give rights to foreigners in the field of education.?

Concept of Teacher Trilogy in Integral Humanism
Pandit Deendayal Upadhyay believes that education is not just a formal undertaking, but a

complete social process. Even though formal education is an important part of it, society cannot be
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fully educated by it alone. Therefore, they describe a teacher-trilogy. He believes that - 'Each
component of the society is the teacher in the broad sense of education'. Therefore, the first teacher
is the society, the second is the teacher, and the third, the person himself has presented this teacher
trilogy in this form —ATaTIAHIE|, HraTFeAET|, IMcAGNNE: These three teachers have different
means of teaching. The first 'sacraments', the second 'teaching' and the third, - 'self-study'.

ATAIYHTE: |(Sacraments):

‘Sacraments’ is the first medium of education, which a person receives from family and
society. From the point of view of culture, every individual in the society is a teacher. The first
social contact a person comes into is 'Mother'. That is why it says that 'Mother First teacher’ and
through the mother on her the individual comes into contact with other components of the society.
Lives in a social environment, which has an unconscious effect on the newborn and the developing
child. This effect is called sacrament. Parents, kin, ancestors - gurus, forefathers- classmates,
leaders of the society and founders, all these different types of rites continue to have a constant
effect. Therefore, every person in the society is a teacher. It is his social responsibility to create a
virtuous environment through his behaviour. Being void of this responsibility, if the society is
dependent only on formal education and teacher, then its progress will be considered very
doubtful. Public participation is essential in education. And it is not just a matter of a few experts.
It can also be termed as 'Educational Democracy'.
marigarsa: I((Teaching):

Providing education through formal teaching by arranging schools is a universally accepted
educational method. The person is educated through 'alphabet knowledge' and ‘curriculum’. This
formal education should not become a lifeless ritual, so it is necessary that a person who
understands the broader meaning of education should become a teacher and society should accept
'teacher' as the most respected post. Upadhyayji believed that it was necessary to change the
mindset of the society and the teacher. If these formal suggestions are implemented only in a
ritualistic manner, then they will also be of no use. Upadhyayji considered the 'teacher' as the

'pivot’ of formal education. Without making it healthy, no education system will give expected
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results to the society. Therefore, the first condition of 'Reform of Education' is "Teacher Reform'.
For this too there is a shared responsibility of society, government, and teachers. None of them can
do this work alone. Upadhyayji was of the opinion that even the field of formal teaching is no
longer limited to the school only. Radio, Cinema, Newspapers etc. Now also have a role in this
formal teaching. Since ancient times, ‘Katha’ and ‘Kirtan” were considered a part of the informal
education of the society. Eventoday, when 'Education' is considered, then through all these
mediums "Education’ should be thought of to be planned in a holistic manner.
reAgarea:|(Self-Study):

After the position of the teacher in the society and the formal teaching system, the
individual is his own teacher. 'self study' is the study of man by himself. With the help of reading,
contemplation, man attains self-knowledge. Without self-study, the knowledge gained neither lasts
nor grows. Without self-study, there is no question of making knowledge a part of life and making

it 'stunning'. That's why Farear=AT#AS:|:' (Do not be lazy in self-study). Today more emphasis is

being given only on formal education. Due to the frustration of not achieving the desired results,
an atmosphere of condemnation and mutual accusations is being created in the education system.
Upadhyayji considered it as an indicator of the unhealthy condition of the society. Formal
education is the link between culture and self-study. The first condition for the completeness of
education is a cultured society, that is, a sense of responsibility in every person regarding
education. Family, street-market, Farm-barn, all these are schools. Creating this consciousness in
the society is the work of social, political, and cultural movements, organizations, and leaders.
Without doing this work, it is impracticable to imagine a completesystem of education only
through government medium. Only a coordinated teacher is capable of establishing a holistic
education policy in the society.
Teacher Student Relation in Integral Humanism

Deendayalji considered the teacher and the student to be complementary to each other. The
teacher himself is reflected in the student. The teacher awakens the tendency of research and
discovery in the student and by implementing these discoveries on the practical level; both the
teacher and the student do the work of human welfare. The student is both the representative and
capital of the teacher. The student is the powerhouse of the teacher, with whose combined efforts
he makes and implements public welfare schemes. Upadhyayji considered the unity of knowledge
and action necessary. Therefore, he used to lay special emphasis on the practical application of
knowledge. Many new ideas emerge at the time when a person is working. Thinking while
working raises many questions. Many times, they are resolved with the process of work. This is
what happens, which is permanently imprinted on the memory board. Ashram system in ancient
Indian education is a clear example of this. As a result, work is worshiped, but under the influence
of socalled modernity, this attribute has disappeared. As a result, the prestige of labour is
destroyed. The fact that subsistence depends on the productivity of labour has been forgotten.
Mahatma Gandhi had propounded the principle of labour that it is necessary for all people except
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sick and disabled people to do productive labour in proper quantity, otherwise the number of eaters
will continue to increase, and the number of productive workers will decrease, which will lead to
imbalance in social life. And inequality will increase. Keeping this in mind, Deendayalji
emphasized on the integral education systemof knowledge acquisition and labour practice.
Similarly, the teacherstudent relationship is also unitary. Students and teachers have a prior
relationship. Today's student is tomorrow's teacher. In this, education acts as a bridge, through
which the student, according to the changes of the country, applies the knowledge received from
his/her teachers and the efforts made in this direction for the welfare of humankind.

Syllabus in Integral Humanism

Schools established by DeendayalShodhSansthan such as Foundation Stone School, Tribal
MuktiSangathan (an education project of M.P) ChinmayaGramodayaVidyaMandir, District -
Gonda (U.P.) SurendrapalGramodayaVidyalayaChitrakoot (M.P.) SondaraGurukul, Beed
(Maharashtra) and along with it in 1991, on the basis of a bird's eye view on the courses of
ChitrakootGramodayaVishwavidyalaya, Chitrakoot (MP), it can be said that Upadhyayji was an
advocate of employment and courses, so that there is no need to complete these courses. Students
can become financially self-reliant and contribute in nation building and development. The note on
the special features of these schools is to be noted: “Here, instead of bookish knowledge,
preference is given to hands-on learning, learning by seeing and touching and learning by
understanding the surrounding environment and society. Here the accompanied curriculum of
government schools is not taught. Rather, the subjects of farm-barn, tree-plant, wild and domestic
animals are taught. Students cultivate, grow vegetables and fruits, do irrigation, and implement
them by acquiring skill in animal husbandry and various crafts. He talked about giving. He talks of
such an education, which brings a change in the lives of the people of the village. Children should
not become lazy by reading and writing, but educate their village, become a mason, become a
blacksmith, become a health worker,become a skilled crafts man, become a good human being and
contribute to the development of the village and the nation. In today's education, there is talk of
making doctors, engineers, officers, but there is no talk of making a good person. Upadhyayji was
in favour of training in cottage industries like blacksmithing, carpentry, pottery, minor vehicles,
and improvement of electrical things. They should be included in education; such was their belief.
A close acquaintance with Indian culture should be an important part of the curriculum as the
culture of India is a culture of villages dependent on agriculture. Attention should be paid to both
its bright and weak sides. Upadhyayji emphasizes on self-language, and talks about giving place to
literature, music, and arts in the curriculum. The subjects of the arts class (history, geography,
politics, philosophy, social science etc.) should be socially oriented which helps in the preservation
and fulfilment of rural culture. The same is the case with science as well. The science curriculum,
which also includes mathematics, should be cohesive, inter linked and based on rural needs.
Similar to economics, there should also be a separate course of science for the villages in which

there should be an interconnected, practical (applied) course of biology, chemistry, and physics as
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per the requirement. Mathematics and statistics should also be taught keeping in view the
application of it.
Teaching Method in Integral Humanism

Deendayalji did not believe in mere principles. He advocated practical or practical teaching
method. Come learn by doing, this method of learning was acceptable to Upadhyayji. They do
good work for the society by giving elementary education to children, teaching them to read and
write. Wanted to make them useful, so that the society itself can fulfil its various needs. Keeping in
mind the needs of the society, the society itself should operate the educationsystem; the
government should not have sole control over it, because even the government cannot do
everything. Thinking and executing your thinking while working with your hands. This is the only
way to attain mastery. Upadhyayji wanted to develop an integral education system of knowledge
acquisition and its practical use through labours. That is why he used to talk about the
establishment of cottage industries, crafts and many socially useful small industries through
education and development of skill in it. So that after education the student can become self-
sufficient in his family, professional and social life, financially self-reliant and responsible citizen
of the country, not unemployed, useless youth. His own life has also been a sign of activism and
always engaged in work. Describing his diligence, former Prime Minister of India Atal Bihari
Vajpayee says- 'Upadhyayji was a true Karmayogi. He believed in karma and had the quality of
doing karma efficiently and giving it the form of yoga. He never wished for fruit while doing his
work. He used to say that worry about the seed, the fruit would take care of itself.’
Spiritual Objectives of Education (Human Integration) in Integral Humanism

In the thinking of Deendayalji, the spiritual purpose of education lies in human unity,
which is an established belief of Indian philosophers. This led to the presentation of philosophies
like unity and non-duality. The idea of oneness equates to the idea of 3TeHacwas{A@y, which is a

characteristic of a ‘Samdarshi’ or a restrained person. This is also the concept of liberation-in-life.
Upadhyayji, as avigilant watch dog of Indian culture, presents an epoch-making explanation of the
idea of Integral Humanism. Unity is the unity of mankind. Modern science is also in favour of
'solidarity'. Deendayalji has said that people accept that there is diversity or diversity in life, but
they have always tried to find the unity inherent in its root. In the form of this unity, he eventually
establishes consciousness, which is the origin of the world. Integrity is the central tendency in
Integral Humanism and the establishment of this was the intention of Deendayalji. Establishment
of this feeling is the spiritual aim of education in his view. 'Integrative Humanism' is not a new
'ism'. This is an epochmaking explanation of ancient Indian culture in the context of new global
thought flow. Introducing this concept for the first time, Pt. DeendayalUpadhyay himself had said-
'This is an innovative attempt to explain the Indian philosophy of life in a timely manner. It is not
only an epoch-making interpretation of Indian culture, but also a 'complementary' Indian thought
for global thought. The idea of Integral Humanism has been done to make them perfect by
removing the shortcomings in the prevailing promises; it was never intended for Deendayalji to

increase bitterness while presenting it. There is a similarity between the concept of Jivanmukti of
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Indian Philosophy and Upadhyay's concept of oneness. The vision of a ‘Jivanmukt’ person
becomes that of ‘Sambhava’ or ‘Samdarsita’, who sees 'all in himself and in himself in all'. This is
’mﬂﬁg’. It is the vision of India, and this idea is the life of Indian thought, the basis of ethics

and values. It’s clear rendering is reflected in the Vedas, Upanishads and Shrimad Bhagwat Gita.
The development of this spirit is also the aim of all education. He wantsto establish the spirit of

this '3TeAaHA3AY as the spiritual aim of India, whose basis is unity or equanimity. In the Gita,

equanimity is called yoga (samatvam yoga uchyate). The ultimate and spiritual aim of all Indian
thought education is in Indian thought it is said ‘@rfde@rfAAFaA"means that which gives

liberation is the vidhya.

Conclusion:

Upadhyayaji believed in the concept of "Integral Humanism," which sought to harmonize
the material and spiritual aspects of human life. He advocated for the upliftment of the individual
while also considering the welfare of the society as a whole. Here are some key human values that
upadhyayaji emphasized:

1. Dharma (Duty):Upadhyaya stressed the importance of individuals fulfilling their duties
and responsibilities towards society and the nation. He believed that a sense of duty was
fundamental to a person's moral and ethical development.

2. Antyodaya (Upliftment of the Last Person): He advocated for the welfare of the
marginalized and the poorest sections of society. Upadhyaya believed that true progress could only
be achieved when the weakest members of society were uplifted.

3. Sarvodaya (Welfare of All):Upadhyaya's philosophy aimed at the overall welfare of
society, where every individual's well-being was taken into account. He promoted a balanced and
equitable approach to development.

4. Cultural Preservation: He emphasized the importance of preserving and promoting
India's rich cultural heritage and traditions. Upadhyaya believed that culture played a vital role in
shaping the moral fabric of society.

5. Decentralization:Upadhyaya advocated for decentralized governance and economic
systems that empower local communities and individuals, allowing them to participate actively in
decision-making processes.

By integrating its principles into educational policies and practices, india can
aspire to create an education system that not only imparts knowledge and skill but also molds

FACTORS ESSENTIAL FOR THE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF TEACHERS

The demand of work professionalism is detected by Teacher. Teacher has an important role
to play in imparting education and expected to accomplish the duty in professional way. As a result
teacher has to show professionalism in every aspect of life. The growth of technology and
information must be neutralized by Teachers skill and ability. The following factors does help in
development of Teachers:

Education Qualification:

Education qualification of a Teacher decides their knowledge by getting a higher degree in
the teaching, a teacher will be able to impart knowledge to the students in depth and of quality.
Teachers who complete their higher education, extends their learning through M.Ed or Ph. D
compared with others have different way of thinking and imparting knowledge to the student.
Skills

Skills matter a lot. Sometimes a Teacher with a lower degree of teaching has a better skill
of teaching than a teacher with a higher degree of teaching. There are various skill included in
teaching learning method like communication skill, reading narration, guide and monitor to student
etc.

Experience

Graduating in a degree of teaching is not that much tough as getting mastery in experience.
Experience holds an important place when you are teaching students with high qualification.
Teacher can get a better understanding of the different topics or complex formulas but experience
helps teachers to deal with the students and prepare them for how to teach students.

Subject matter expertise

and teach student help them. Subject matter may not be only criteria; Teachers can explore and get
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expertise. However, the chance of assigning subjects which are not the forte of the teacher is very
rare.
Work Environment

professional development of the teacher. Teaching aids made available to Teacher determines the

performance at times.

Dr. Rajeev Singh a decorated armed force personnel, post his armed force assignment, has
invested a good 25+ years in the field of academics. In order to develop the state of higher
education at the Institution they arrange technical paper for their student and Teachers. They
provide various opportunities to the student and share experiences with students. Regular
assessment and evaluation program is conducted. Through various activities they build confidence
among students. They provide suitable environment to students and always motivate them. To
enhance the career opportunities they provide various skill development training. Campus
placement, interaction with industrial expert adds value to the Students learning. They arrange
alumni meet for the students. Both online and offline classes are taken at institute for career
guidance.

Dr. Rajeev states that one of the challenges they face is the changing syllabus because it is
difficult to implement a new syllabus, obtain require updated textbook teaching materials and
possibly new technology. Teachers training is expensive this can strain institution and resources
record maintenance. As per new education policy multiple entry exit and system shall also pose
challenge. The plan for integrating Technology in higher education for the new generation students
is pretty essential and they adopted new technologies during COVID-19 period. They trained the
student about different educational applications, install E-classroom audio/videos system, handy
library etc. They regularly upload a resource in the classroom group and continuously adopting
new technology software and implementing it in classroom. They adopt the blended format of
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Teaching Learning. They provide various training program, professional courses, research
development activities etc. They provide support like duty leave, appreciation letter for research
and development or any other achievement. The Institution has set few major goals for
professional development of Teacher's next year. The first one is the young Teachers to qualify
through respective mode and new teachers at least three papers to publish. The second goal is to

complete PhD within 3 years from the date of joining.

CHALLENGES ENCOUNTERED DURING PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT OF
TEACHERS

The process of Professional Development of Teachers is not free from challenges. The
following are the challenges encountered:
Language - If a Teacher is not conversant with the primary language of Instruction at the school or
institution they may struggle to effectively communicate with student, colleagues and
administrator.
ICT tools - Teachers who are not familiar with technology may find it challenge to navigate and
use their tools effectively, Some teachers may have concern about the security and privacy of the
data when using ICT tools.
Time Management - Teachers have busy schedules with teaching, lesson planning, grading and
administrative task. Finding time for professional development activities such as workshops,
courses or reading can be a challenging. The rigid structure of school days and academic calendar
can limit a teacher ability to attend training sessions or engage in continuous learning.
Financial constraints - High quality professional development often comes with a cost. Whether
it’s attending workshops, conference, or enrolling in Advance courses; Teachers with limited
financial resources may find it challenging to access these opportunities.
Limited Resources -Teachers may not have access to up to date textbooks, Technology or
teaching materials which can hinder their ability to deliver quality education.
Self motivation - Teachers often have demanding workloads with teaching responsibilities grading

and Administrative tasks, hence finding time and energy for self-motivated professional
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development can be difficult. The Absence of a supportive community or membership can make it
harder to stay motivated.

Personal interest of Teacher - When personal interest take precedence professional growth might
stagnate. This can impact a Teacher’s ability to keep up with evolving educational practices.

Lack of opportunities - The professional development opportunities provide teacher with access
to new teaching technique, education research and advancement in their subject area. Without this

opportunity teachers may have a limited knowledge base and struggle to keep up with the evolving
